Panel!

My main area of photography is portrait-related pictures with artistic quality and control of light and shape. The style presented in my panel represents the quality and style which I normally offer my clients.
“Less is more”

My goal for this panel is making powerful pictures with as few means as possible.

For the same reason I have decided my panel to appear only in monochrome.
I have chosen the sepia tone to make the skin look warm and in this way I am closer to the natural skin tone than with black and white, and I can produce continuity in skin tones and am not depending on time of year or race.

In order to obtain dramatic and sculptural effects I use just one light source - with a few exceptions - which I can control very accurate. Very small movements in model and light position can give a very big difference in expression.
As my work with the panel progressed I realized that my pictures became more and more simple. The elements decreased and in some of the pictures just a few lines are visible, but still enough to make sensual pictures.
The shape of the human body and particularly the female body fascinates me and the reflection of light from the skin depending on the structure is amazing. Not only smooth skin but more rough skin too has interesting and beautiful character. Just like waves in the sea – you can’t tell which kind or size is the right wave. 
Even small body hair have their own life like small rings in the water after a hand full of pebblestones have been thrown or the beauty of tiny hair clearly lit like a skyline on the chin or a nice curved breast.
Waves are different and still they are perfect waves – so is the female body.  Shapes and lines, texture and reflection and for the female body especially curves make the gorgeous impression. 
I do find great pleasure in working with composition and strive to obtain harmony rather than disorder and provocation. For me it is all about aesthetics.
As I prefer working alone with the model - simplicity goes hand in hand with the necessity of keeping technique on a level where I do not forget to keep the model confident and fully integrated in the process helping me to get the best result.
My technique and the way of photographing this kind of picture is constantly refined and improved and even though I get a little high on a good “shot” I still feel I’m heading for new levels and better control.
One small step closer to perfection.
