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I love photographing people and especially women. It is not only an attraction of the gender – but a true fascination of the female movements, attitudes and definitely the curves of the body.
During my work with the panel I found that skinny model types not always is the best choice of model and in this way all girls have beautiful lines to “play with” .  Light and pose can often become easier with a few extra pounds. My goal was never to find the perfect body, but to find the perfect pose to “the” body present.
In this panel no model appears more than once. No professional models were used – only a range of customers who liked my ideas.
In my studio I have a lot of lamps for different purposes which I constantly use and often several at the same time. But for this panel I decided to use just one lamp to prove to myself it is possible to produce photography of high quality with a limited use of technical equipment.
After several years of photographing women I wanted to follow a path for a while trying to go so close to the border as possible - simplifying and reducing elements in the picture to very few lines. I wanted to add some kind of anonymity and even move into the field between reality and abstraction in order to create pieces of art rather than portraits and still keep the character of the lines or curves for just that individual woman.
This panel is not only a technical project working with difficult issues as preventing stray lights and handling f-stops,  props and backgrounds. This is more a travel into confidence and trust between model and photographer - in two ways of the term “working close together” in order to get amazing and surprising results in a situation that could easily be awkward and embarrassing. It is important to me that my models share my enthusiasm as well after the photo session as they did before. And they are amazed – Is this really me? Am I that good.
Retouching is only used very little in the panel. Very little contrast correction and other changes were made.
The choice of B/W is mainly to eliminate differences in skin tone as all pictures have different models. The slight structure of the paper, likewise goes fine with the skin and make the whole panel work well together.
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
